Immanuel  Process
Summary:  
The Immanuel Process is a powerful approach to resolve major trauma through focusing on the presence of God.  This approach was developed by Karl Lehman, MD, a Board-certified Christian psychiatrist in Chicago who developed the Immanuel Process from both EMDR and TheoPhostic Prayer Ministry. This method is based on new medical research on how our brains process experiences and how the power of relationship provides the resources to fully resolve trauma. 

Presenter:
Mr. Kim Campbell, the former medical director for The Voice of the Martyrs and a Board member for Shepherd’s House, a counseling “think tank” in California, will be the facilitator for this workshop. Mr. Campbell has had great success employing this approach with traumatized people in South America, Sri Lanka, Nepal, and the Philippines.  The two-day workshop will limit didactic content, so participants will learn the Immanuel Process through direct personal involvement. At the end, each participant should be able to do basic Immanuel trauma healing work in their own ministry settings.  The workshop is sponsored by The Well, in partnership with the READ Foundation.
